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In 2014, ADOT and MAG sponsored a 3-year pilot project that helped co-locate Department 
of Public Safety (DPS) troopers at the Arizona DOT Traffic Operations Center, with the goal 
of faster clearance of crashes through better coordination.  The project has been active since 
January 2015.  An analysis methodology was developed by MAG to perform a benefit-cost 
analysis that compared “before” conditions in 2014 to “after” conditions in 2015, first year of 
the pilot project.   The analysis simulated an average day and accounted for congestion and 
additional traffic delay on the entire road system.  It utilized data gathered by DPS on crash 
clearance, historical crash data and the simulation model Dynus-T.  The estimated benefit-cost 
ratio attributable to the first-year of the co-location pilot program was estimated to be 250:1.  
Supported by the results of this evaluation, DPS troopers are now permanently co-located at 
the TOC.   This seminar will provide an overview of the analysis methodology.
